I was delighted to receive, last Monday, my copy
of The Swiss Observer, the first T have had for three
weeks; its arrival was unexpected, however, and
I congratulate you for publishing it under what must
have been “‘difficult” conditions. 1 am glad to hear
that at any rate your printing plant is still ** stand-
ing > and I, in common with many other Swiss, hope
that it will continue to do so. I am sorry to note,
however, that on account of poor advertising support
— which, of course, is understandable these days —
coupled with higher postage charges, you have found
it necessary to publish the * 8.0.” once a fortnight
only. Most of us will appreciate that that cannot be
helped, indeed T suggest that the important point is
to see that our ofﬁcml organ keeps on appearing. Yet
T know too well that your publication cannot continue
to be published unless it receives the necessary finan-
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cial support and I, tor one, feel that T would rather
subscribe to a fund to keep it “alive 7 than to sec it
die for the want of the necessary support. Indeed
such a thing must not be allowed, surely we have
enough supporters amongst the Swiss Colony to see
that it does not happen and it ever it <hould “become
necessary to open such a fund, you may relv upon-my
support. :

The Swiss Colony has got to be kept together,
some of us may or may not attend the mcctmgs of the
several Clubs that have been formed, but none of us
can do without the ** link from Home.” TFor the sake
of our country therefore, I hope vou will earry on.

As regards Swiss radio reception, may 1 respect-
fully suneeest that von weunld render a real service it
vou were to publish the times at which the news are
broadeast ; they have obviously been altered lately,
the first announcement used to be made at 7 a.m.
(now 7.15 a.m.). As for the new mid-day transmission
on 25.28 metres, I tried to get it and although I possess
a powerful set, failed completely. We used to get
Sottens at 7.50 p.m. then it went to 7.55, also at a
quarter to ten in the evening, although last night the
news came soon after 10 p.m. and this evening T was
disappointed to find, upon switching at 9.55 p.m. that
[ only got the tail end. It seems evident that the news
are broadeast at irregular times and we should make
it our bu\me.\\ to let the Swiss broadeasting stations
know that Swiss abroad are listening in and that the
broadcasts should be made at l(‘f_{llldl times.
