ordres.

Que nous, journalistes, nous soyons disposés à
nous laisser faire, c'est une autre question. Le
morceau sera plus dur à croquer que d'aucuns ne
l'imaginent. Laissons enir les événements. N'antici-
pons pas. Quand le moment sera venu, ou verra, en
liant lieu, si la presse — et avec elle le peuple — est
mûre pour la servitude.

Autre aspect du problème, qui devrait frapper des
esprits persuadés d'être très fins : ainsi qu'on le
relevait ici même, il y a plusieurs mois, une censure
préventive rend, automatiquement, le gouvernement
responsable de tout ce qui paraît dans les journaux.
Du seul fait que la censure a laissé passer un article,
elle, c'est-à-dire le gouvernement qui la délégué, en
admet la véracité, le bien-fondé, la justesse. Cela peut
mener le Conseil fédéral bien plus loin qu'il ne pense.
Et lui faire regretter d'avoir été trop vite en besogne.

Que le Conseil fédéral veuille bien y prendre garde,
tandis qu'il en est temps encore : il n'est pas taillé
pour le pouvoir absolu, il n'a du reste pas été élu pour
cela. Il a Ifesoin de la critique — d'une critique
juste, équilibile — pour accomplir sa tâche; il a
besoin de l'opinion, qui compte pour beaucoup en
Suisse. Qu" ait de l'autorité, tant mieux, nous y
applaudissons. Qu'il veuille asservir la presse, non,
c'est une erreur, une erreur dont il serait le premier
à pâtir.

Nous sommes au service du pays ; nous ne voulons
pas être au service du Conseil fédéral.

I was delighted to receive, last Monday, my copy

of The Swiss Observer, the first I have had for three
weeks ; its arrival was unexpected, however, and
I congratulate you for publishing it under what must
have been "difficult" conditions. I am glad to hear
that at any rate your printing plant is still " stand-
ing " and I, in common with many other Swiss, hope
that it will continue to do so. I am sorry to note,
however, that on account of poor advertising support
— which, of course, is understandable these days —
coupled ivith higher postage charges, you have found
it necessary to publish the " S.O." once a fortnight
only. Most of us will appreciate that that cannot be

helped, indeed I suggest that the important point is
to see that our official organ keeps on appearing. Yet
I know too Avell that your publication cannot continue
to be published unless it receives the necessary finan-

cial support and I, for one, feel that I would rather
subscribe to a fund to keep it " alive " than to see itdie for the want of the necessary'support. Indeed
such a thing must not be alioAved, surely we have
enough supporters amongst the SayLss Colony to see
that it does not happen and if ever it shouldMsecome
necessary to open such a fund, you may rely upon
support.
