WINTER SPORTS FOR ANIMALS.
Marmots on the Swiss Slopes.

On the occasion of the 25th anniversary of the
creation of the Swiss National Park, in Val Clouza, in
the Lower Engadine, Professor A. Pictet, of Geneva,
published his observations made there on wild animals
at play, in particular baby marmots, which play hide-
ami-seek and leap-frog among the rhododendron
bushes, and seem to enjoy these games thoroughly.

Squirrels and hares roll or wrestle among them-
selves in the snow, while the marmots slide along the
snow slopes well seated on the snow with their arms
folded on their breasts, exactly as boys do in the
mountain valleys.

Young chamois, according to Dr. Pictet's observa-
lions, follow with interest and curiosity the games of
baby marmots and soon begin to,imitate them: they

try r«dscfti»<7, but as they are generally clumsy they
fall and tumble down the slopes with their legs in the
air. But they climb again to the top and begin their
rwdsoÄittgr again and again until they succeed in slid-
ing down on their four legs, a game they seem to enjoy
immensely.
