Squirrels and hares roll or wrestle among them-
selves in the snow, while the marmots slide along the
snow slopes well seated on the snow with their arms
folded on their breasts, exactly as boys do in the
mountain valleys.

Young chamois, according to Dr. Pictet’s observa-
tions, follow with interest and curiosity the games of
baby marmots and soon begin to,imitate them : they
