He lost an arm on the battlefield, but this did
not in any way lessen his tremendous zest for adven-
ture. lie spent some years in China, lie lias led an
expedition in search of Colonel Fawcett, he has ex-
plored many parts of Brazil. But I feel I must not
say any more as I would rather leave it to Mr.
Cendrars to tell the fortunate members who are
present about some of his great experiences.

Mr. Cendrars is in London as guest of the British
Government with other notable French War Corres-
pondents, and I feel sure that members will be de-
lighted to have the opportunity of meeting such a re-
markable character who originally hailed from Swit-
zerland.

The second reason why members should turn up
is that the Trustees want members to take important
decisions in connection with some investments of the
Club, and I need not here enlarge on the urgency there
is for those who have the interests of the Club at heart
to come forward and voice their opinion so that wise
decisions may be taken in accordance with the general
wish of the Club.
