Heinrich Diener was born in Steg, Fischen-
thal, Ctn. Zirich, on the 21st June, 1858. lle
was the son of Dr. Gustay Diener, the village
doctor.  After spending two years in Paris, he
came to England in 1878 and almost immediately
joined the tirm of Ridley Whitley & Co., Ltd., of
Newgate Street, linoleum and oilcloth manufac-
turers. e remained in this trade for the rest of
his life and it is also interesting to note that his
London offices were never more than a couple of
hundred yards from his first Newgate Street

s address.

[le soon became continental manager to
Ridley Whitley & Co., Ltd., and travelled all over
ICurope for them. He remained with them for 35
vears until 1914 when the firm ceased to exist.
He then joined the firm of Kugeéne Maréchal &
Iils of Viénissieux, France, table oileloth manu-
facturers, as their general export agent, but the
war brought this arrangement to an end in 1916.

In 1919 he became continental export agent
for the firms Miles Sykes & Nouns, Ltd., Sowerby
Bridge, Yorks., and the Standard Coated Pro-
ducts of New York, U.S.A. He also took over at
that time the agencies of the Societa del Lino-
leum, Giubiasco, Ticino, and the Societa del Lino-
leum, Narni, Italy, for the sale of linoleums in
this country.

He was a wonderful man for his age and was
at work up to 18 months ago, going daily to the
city in all weathers.

Although he was naturalised a British Sub-
ject in 1912, he never forgot his native country,
of which he was exceedingly proud and which he
visited very often up to a few years ago. He was
a member of most Swiss Societies in London, but
had not taken a very active interest in them since
1914. He died peacefully at his home, The
Larches, Northwood, Middlesex, in the morning
of March 19th, after a long illness.
