These
were 0 well received that Mr. Saxby gave an encore
of music by Bach which showed us the Harpsichord
at its best.

After the interval Marie and Carl Dolmetsch
played us some unaccompanied music for 2 Recorders
by Telemann, and altogether this was an excellent per-
formance.

The next item was a solo performance by Miss
Mabel Dolmetsch of ** La Plainte ** by Marin Marais,
with Harpsichord accompaniment.

Miss Cecile Dolmetsch next rendered in a charm-
ing manner 2 songs by Scarlatti.

~ The programme concluded with a Sonata in B
Major for Violin, with Harpsichord and Viola da
Gamba, by Corelli. This is an exquisite work, admir-
ably executed by Natalie and Carl Dolmetsch and
Joseph Saxby. r.w.
