Miss Cecile Dolmetsch next rendered in a charm-
ing manner 2 songs by Scarlatti.

The programme concluded with a- Sonata in E
Major for Violin, with Harpsichord and Viola da
Ganiba, by Corelli. This is an exquisite work, admir-
ably executed by Natalie and Carl Dolmetsch and
Joseph Saxby.
