After the usual business preliminaries, we had the
pleasure of hearing Mr. Walter Menzel, who described
in a very interesting way life in the Penal Settlement
of French Guiana, and told us of his own experiences
in Duteh Guiana, which he also visited in 1921 and
1923, Mr. Menzel succeeded in taking our minds right
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off the war tfor a while, but Dr. Egli, who followed with
an expos¢ on the present situation, saw to it that we
returned to the grim realities of the present moment.
He mentioned several reasons which, in his opinion,
might induce the German High Command to violate
Swiss neutrality, and the prospects, as he sees them,
are very gloomy indeed. Lest some should have felt
some despondency on leaving the meeting, I am tempted
to remind them that we are not alone in this struggle
against ** that evil thing *> but that we are in the
hands of One with whose aid Peace and Justice will be
restored to this earth.
