Since the bombing of Swiss House which was the
Home of the Relief Centre, the work of the Institution
although greatly handicapped, has continued.

We have been able to assist a great number of
our Compatriots, thanks to the generous Members of
the Colony who have kindly given them a temporary
home. Other help has been given to many others.

After a long and difficult search, we have found
a new home for the Relief Centre, away from the
bombing area. It is beautifully situated in the heart
of the country between Potters Bar and Iatfield and
has accommodation for twenty guests. The Colony
will be pleased to know that the Pensioners of our
Home for Old People are now comfortably installed
there, in company with other compatriots who enjoy
a temporary rest after their trying experiences.

The Rest Centre still has accommodation for any
Swiss who may be deprived of his home or who may
have become in other ways a vietim of war conditions.

The Relief is free for those who have no means,
but if there is available accommodation, the Matron,
Miss M. Beglinger, will be pleased to make arrange-
ments at very reasonable terms with the Members of
the Colony who desire a temporary rest.
