The Féte Suisse 1944 will take place on Saturday,
June 10th, at the Central Hall, Westminster, S.W.1,
commencing at 5.30 p.m., and the programme will be
on the traditional patriotic and artistic lines. The
price of admission will be 1,6, including Tax, as before.
All profits will go to the Swiss Benevolent Society,
who, between the years 1922 — 1940, were handed the
sum of £441. 2. 0 by the Hon. Treasurer of the Féte
Suisse.
