ULI BRETSCHER
IS NO MORE

I was informed this
morning that he died early
this month. This news is

a shock. When I saw him
last a few weeks ago at a

meeting of the Council for
the Study of Swiss Prob-
lems, we talked about re-
visiting Winterthur. True
he was not enjoying exactly
good health, but nothing
pointed to an early parting.

Ulrich Bretscher was
born in Winterthur, on May
26th, 1884. He went to the
"Gymnasium," Winterthur,

for five years but left to go over to the banking line.
It was his parents' fond desire that he should become a
Pfarrer, but while our friend was brilliant in the new
languages, the old Greek language — an essential
requirement for the career of a Pfarrer — was his down-
fall. Had he become a Pfarrer, I feel certain that he
would have developed in due course into a politician of
the first order in every respect. Such was his knowledge
of life, his outlook and his humanity, and the facility to
give expression to his thoughts and convictions which
were of the loftiest.

After finishing his banking apprenticeship in Win-
terthur, our friend left for abroad and eventually landed
in London, and this country became his home during
the last 40 years.

The Swiss Community in London has lost a staunch

compa riot, and I have lost a dear friend to whom I should
have l'ked to render the last honours; but, alas, I did not
know until half an hour ago that my friend had departed.
