We deeply regret to announce the death of
Dr. Ernst Spithler, which occurred, after a short
illness, at the Westminster Hospital at the age of
forty-one.

With Dr. Spithler the Swiss Colony has lost
one of its younger members; he arrived in this
country about a year ago as London correspon-
dent of the ‘¢ National Zeitung »’ of Basle. Te
soon took an active interest in the activities of the
Colony, and joined the London Group of the
Nouvelle Société Helvétique of which Society he
was recently elected on the Council.

Dr. Spiihler was at one time Secretary of the
Swiss League of Nations Union and Director of
the weekly publication ¢ Servir.”

Through his untimely death, the Swiss Press
loses a man, who, by his learning, conviction and
character was destined for a distinguished career,
and his colleagues of the Swiss Press in London
deplore the passing of a sympathetic and always
helptul friend.

The interment took place on Wednesday, July
16th, at Golders Green Crematorium. Pasteur
M. Pradervand, of the Iiglise Suisse, officiated
and paid a moving tribute to the departed.
