The Annual Seismological Report concerning Swiss

earthquakes during 1945 has been compiled by Dr. E.
Wanner, of Zurich. Seismographs are installed at the
Savîss Observatories of Zurich, Chur, Neuchâtel, Basel
and Brig, and during the year 85 near earthquakes and
189 strong distant earthquakes Avere registered. There
were ten earth tremors with epicentres in Switzerland
which Avere felt by people during the year. None of
these had a greater intensity than V on the Rossi-Forel
Scale, so that none reached destructive intensity. The
greatest three tremors Avere (1) May 13th at Freiburg,
(2) October 13th, at Engadiue, and (3) November 10th,
at Wildhorn.
