For the time being it will be open only on Tuesday
evenings 6—10 p.m. apart from Saturdays.

What is needed is the more active support of mem-
bers of the Colony: (a) as patron members paying at
least £1 per annum and attending at least occasionally,
and (b) as donors or lenders of club furniture, and (c¢)
as volunteers to share in the task of superintending
the Club on alternate dates with the two ladies who
have so far been doing this alone. All offers of help in
