Il ne le fait jamais à dessein, mais il croit qu'il faut
avant tout croire à quelque chose, avoir un Idéal, que
pour lui rester fidèle il faut aussi être sans peur et,
autant que faire se peut, sans reproche, tel le Chevalier
Bavard. Le Ciel sait que ce n'est pas toujours facile

Pour ma part, je suis heureux de pouvoir dans la
mesure de mes capacités et de mes forces contribuer à
l'œuvre que notre Conseil est appelé à remplir. Cette
œuvre existe, elle subsiste, c'est l'occasion donnée à
chacun de nous de servir le pays. Cette tâche est lourde
parfois, ingrate, mais elle comporte des joies, d'abord
celle d'avoir fait, son devoir mais celle aussi de ne pas
avoir perdu son temps en lamentations. Cardons le
sens des proportions, restons surtout modestes, mais de
tout cœur je crois que : " It is better to light one small
candle than to grumble in darkness."

Ceux d'entre vous qui ont assisté à l'une ou l'autre
des cérémonies de remise de mobiliers, qui ont vu la
dignité de ceux qui ont tant souffert, lu dans leurs
yeux l'immense bonheur que notre humble don causait,
auront compris que tout cela valait bien la peine car,
tout compte fait, le Bonheur est bien le prix suprême.
Et ces soirs là, dans ces humbles foyers maintenant
meublés, des enfants à genoux aixront peut-être dit ces
simples mots : " and Cod bless the Swiss people."
Cela seul justifierait tous nos efforts."

SWISS PROPERTY IN YUGOSLAVIA.

The Swiss Government have been negotiating with
the Government of Yugoslavia with a view to obtaining
compensation in respect of Swiss property which has
been nationalized or confiscated on the one hand, or
divided up under the provisions of the Agrarian Reform
Law of 1945 on the other hand.

Any Swiss nationals in the United Kingdom wish-
ing to lodge a claim in this connection should write
to the Legation giving full particulars. In order to
receive consideration, such communications should
reach the Legation not later than the 20th of June,
1948.
