The London Swiss Philatelic Society held its 67th
Monthly Meeting at Swiss House on 30th September
last.

The President bid Members a friendly welcome to
the resumption of the Society’s activities, expressing
the hope that they had all had an enjoyable holiday.

The following gentlemen, Messrs. A. Phillips, Roy
Muller and T. 8. Braga were enrolled as Members.

On behalf of the Hon. Packet-Superintendent who
was unable to attend the meeting, Mr. G. Wahl
appealed for more booklets, informing Members that
sales had fallen off somewhat, which was due, to a
large extent, to prices being too high and quality of
stamps offered not always being up to standard. If
Members were to bear these two factors in mind, it
would help to increase sale sconsiderably.

The official part of the meeting having come to an
end, the Hon. Secretary, in his capacity as Display
Organizer, introduced Mr. 8. C. Daft, the guest of the
evening by reading the following opening paragraph
of a report on the Society, which apeared in the cur-
rent number of ‘¢ Philately,” the official organ of the
B.P.A. 1 —

““ When the first meeting of the new season takes
place on September 30th the cosmopolitan nature of
this lively Society will be emphasised, for an English-
man will speak on and show Norwegian stamps to a
largely Swiss audience. Mr. Stanley C. Daft is a well-
known Scandinavian specialist, who will receive a
warm welcome.”’

Members were privileged to see 80 sheets of
NORWEGIAN stamps and covers, and the outstanding
condition of the stamps — specially the early issues —
was particularly noticeable.

The President, after a few complimentary remarks,
called upon Mr. J. Beken to propose a vote of thanks
on behalt of the meeting, which was seconded by Mur.
L. H. Osborn and followed by loud applause by all
present.

Once again, Members, who attended regularly the
monthly meetings, had the privilege of enjoying an
exceptionally good display.
