In 1930, lie entered the
Diplomatic Service, and was attached to the Swiss
Legation in Paris. Three years later (1934) he was
transferred to Berne, and promoted to Secretary of
Legation. In 1936, he was sent to Berlin, which post
he left in 1942 on his appointment as Consul General
in Bratislava. Three years later (1945) he was pro-
moted to Counsellor of Legation and transferred to
Washington, which post he occupied until 1948, when
he was sent on a diplomatic mission to .Japan. After
a few months, Minister Grässli returned to Berne.
From May 25th to September 22nd of this year, he was
Chargé d'Affaires irr Moscow.
