He
paints in the modern manner — but not too modern —
and is said by another critic to be entirely successful
in capturing the pictorial character and atmosphere
of his subjects.

Mr. Weisbrod has recently held a very successful
one-man show at the Lewis Gallery in Blackburn and
we wish him equal success in Manchester.
