SWISS BENEVOLENT SOCIETY.

The quarterly meeting of the Swiss Benevolent
Society took place at 31, Conway Street, W.1, on
Monday, 25th July at 6.30 p.m. The President, Colonel
A. Bon, opened the proceedings by announcing the
death of Mr. O. Gambazzi, a Vice-President of the
Society for 33 years. He asked the meeting to pay
tribute to his memory by standing in silence.

The chairman then informed the meeting that a
small committee had been formed consisting of rep-
resentatives of the TLegation, the Churches and the
swiss Benevolent Society, to go into the question of a
home for young Swiss girls.

The accounts were presented by the Hon. Treasur-
er, Mr. M. Rothlisberger. They were slightly down
compared with this time last year. DBut he was able to
point out two high spots, viz. a welcome increase of
I'r.700.— in the subsidy from the Swiss Confederation
and the receipt of several legacies to the Carlin [fund.
It is out of this fund that the 62 pensioners receive

their fortnightly pensions. In this connection it was
reported that there were at present only 2 pensioners
living at Swiss Home, 31, Conway Street, and 2 at
Libury Hall, the IHome of the Society of Friends of
Foreigners in Distress.  After some discussion it was
decided that the question of the Home for Old Swiss
be studied further.

Before the meeting closed the President thanked
the Minister, Monsieur 1. de Torrenté, for his presence
and for taking such a keen interest in the work of the
Society. Mariann.
