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THE DIARIES OF JOHANN CONRAD FISCHER
(1773 — 1854).

To the present generation, Johann Conrad Fischer
is known as the founder of the Steel Works in Schaff-
hausen and as a pioneer in metallurgy, but specialists
only are still familiar with his writings. His travel
diaries, the first editions of which have been exhausted
for a long time, have recently been republished in one
volume by Messrs. George Fischer Limited in Schaft-
hausen, Switzerland. as part of a series of books they
are issuing on the occasion of their sesquicentennial.

The diaries were first published between 1816 and
1R52, a period of gigantic npheavals in all domains of
human activity. Johann Conrad ischer had been a
witness of the French Revolution, of the Napoleonic
era, and of the political development of the first half
of the nineteenth century up to the time the Swiss
[Federa! Constitution of 1848 was adopted. In econo-
mic matters, his writings are a rich source of informa-
tion on the history of the English Industrial revolu-

tion. An  enthusiastic  student and admirer of
Engeland’s achievements, Johann Conrad IFischer fol-

lowed from year to year its remarkable scientific and
industrial progress; he was on friendly terms with
many of its ranking scientists and industrial leaders.
The worth of his own inventions he constantly
measured by the standard of similar Dritish ones, and
this always gave him occasion for penetrant com-
parisons between conditions in the two countries.

Johann Conrad Fischer was not only an inventor
and an industrialist; he was also politically active.
During decades, he placed his capacity for work and
the wide range of his knowledge at the service of his
native city. Tle was the Cantonal Director of Mines
during halt a century, and also the first Mayor of
Schaffiansen ; until his death in 1854, he constantly
took issue through the press on the most important
matters of public interest.

Johanne Conrad Fischer’s ani'nl)iom-aphical notes
are pnhhxhed for the first time in dn annex. Besides
being of espec ial interest for the history ot the family,
the\ contain valuable indications on the various stages

f his career as an inventor.

The study of the diaries is facilitated by numerous

editor’s notes and an index.
