and family.

As a result of a most attractive offer just received,
we venture to approach our friends here and in Swit-
zerland with a request for their kindly assistance in
the realisation of our plan. The house offered to us is
freehold, in good condition and at present available
at the very attractive price of £2,5(10. Similar property
in these days is changing hands at considerably higher
figures.

We do not find it easy to make this appeal, well
knowing the heavy financial burdens which everyone
has to bear in these abnormal times, but we feel that
we should make every effort not to let this unique op-
portuuity pass without taking advantage of it.
