THE SWISS INDUSTRIES FAIR AND
INTERNATIONAL EVENTS.

At a time when Europe is organizing its economic

Consider, for example, that Switzerland exports 609,
of the chemical products she manufactures, 709, of the
machines she constructs, 959, of the watches that come
out of her factories; the part played by textile exports
is also of considerable economic importance. The
Swiss Industries Fair alone can give an overall pic-
ture of the diversity of these goods.

THE SWISS INDUSTRIES FAIR AND THE
EUROPEAN PAYMENTS UNION.

In the autumn of 1950 the Swiss Houses of Parlia-
ment approved, with an overwhelming majority,
Pwitzerland’s joining the Iuropean Payments Union.
There is no doubt that this important decision will
enable a number of customers and suppiiers in foreign
countries to open new business relations with this little
country or establish them even more closely than
before. Switzerland has always been opposed on prin-
ciple to the economic isolation resulting from efforts
to make countries self-sufficing and has kept her cus-
toms tarifft at a remarkably low level, for it is her
endeavour to trade freely with the whole world.

Thus the Swiss Industries Fair, which neither the
war nor the temporary dislocation of business condi-
tions were able to deprive of its vitality or importance,
will present in the spring of 1951 a new interest for
Europe. The Fair is really a wholesale market em-
bracing all the biggest groups of industrialists particu-
larly interested in the international exchange of goods.
The stands of the watchmaking industry and the
special pavilion ‘¢ Creation ’” dealing with fashions add
their charm and brilliance to the impression of strength
and high precision aroused by the purely technical
aspect of the Fair.

In addition to the cordial welcome it extends to
the whole business world, the Swiss Industries Fair
offers a remarkable display of Swiss industrial pro-
duction accessible to all the members of the European
Payments Union.
