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SWISS AVALANCHE DISASTER.

Since the Appeal for a Fund for Avalanche Victims
in Switzerland, made by the President of the DPresi-
dents Assembly and published in our last issue, new
disasters have unfortunately occurred in the cantons
of Ticino, Valais and Grisons, with more loss of life
and considerable material damage, The areas involved

are the DBlenio, Bedretto, Onsernone, Maggia and
Verzasca valleys, Aivolo (Ct. Ticino), the Medelser

valley (Ct. Grisons), and the Val d’Hérens (Ct. Valais).

The Fund which has been opened in Berne, by the
Swiss Red Cross, has reached, according to latest
ficures supplied, Swiss francs 6,495,452.52.

Whilst ﬂmw amounts collected so far are con-
siderable and a shining example of Swiss solidarity,
they will relieve ounly a small part of the damage
caused and further donations to help our countrymen
in distress are urgently needed.
