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STAMP COLLECTOR HONOURED.

EUGENE EGLY.

We have much pleasure in reproducing an article
which appeared in the February 19th. 1951, issue of
“The Yorkshire Post ™, concerning our compatriot,
Mr. Eugeéne Iigly.

Born in Lucerne in 1867, he went to school in his
native town until the age of sixteen when he started
his apprenticeship in the Banque de Pury et Co., at

Neuchatel, where he got his sound knowledge of
French. Three years later he donned the Swiss army

uniform to do his first military service before leaving
for Rome, where he entered a Swiss bank and so added
to his business training another foreign language. In
1890, after a turther period of military service in which
he was commissioned as lieutenant, he decided to cross
the Channel and learn English, a step which was to
influence the vest of his life. With the help of a rela-
tive he went to Bradford as foreign correspondant, and
then transferred to another textile firm in Leeds, .J.
Zossheim & Partners. It was in that firm that Eugene
Igly was to make his mark, gaining in experience and
in authority, until he became, in 1918, one of the
partners.

“ The Yorkshire Post >’ writes :

“ An ingeniously appropriate presentation was
made to Mr. Eugeéne LEgly at the annual dinner of the
Leeds Philatelic Society at the Guildford Iotel, Leeds,

to mark his 60 years” membership.  The gift was a
photographic enlargement of a Swiss stamp, with Mr.
lgly's photograph superimposed.  The stamp repro-
duced was one that was current in Swilzerland when
Mr. ely was born there 83 vears ago.  In making the
presentation Mr. I Dighy Firth said Mre. IKely had
done more than anyv other member to make Leeds
known in the philatelic world.  Tlis articles in British,

Continental and  American journals had made  his
name famous and respected throughout the world.
Mr. Bgly veplied that he would never forget the

wiay in which the menmbers of the Society had welcomed
him soon alter he came to this country.

Mr. O. G. Holmes, President of the Society, pro-
posed the toast of *“The Lord Mayor and City of
Leeds > in 13 four-line verses, one of which ran:
“ Next | omust mention the city itself,

Once a poor villuge, now of great wealth,
Dull in the daytime, but gayer at nights
Till shortage of coal douscd most of the lights.”

The Lory Mayor (Alderman 7. 1. O'Donnell) said
that although he had heard the toast proposed more
fhan 100 times during the past nine months, he had
never enjoyved the experience more, My only regret
is that T was not warned that it would be proposed in
