In this capacity, he was
instrumental in appealing for and collecting
quite considerable amounts for various Swiss
charities,; he himself was by nature a generous
man and no deserving case was ever ignored by
him; he was also a member of the Swiss Mercan-
tile Society.

1886,, and came to this country in 1919, he ob-
tained a post in a factory producing car accès-
sories and later on took up work as a philatelist,
at the date of his death he was the proprietor of
a licensed house in West Croydon. He leaves a
widow and two sons and a daughter, who are
all married, and to whom we express our deep
sympathy in their bereavement.
