Application should be made by post, to
Mr. Zimmerman, Swiss House, 35, Fitzroy Square,
London, W.1. No ticket can be sent unless a 2}
STAMPED and ADDRESSED ENVELOPE is
enclosed with the application. The full names of all
persons for whom tickets are required must be stated.

The tickets will be issued after .July 15th, but
application should be sent now — the sooner the
better. The Theatre holds some 2400 people. All
seats are reserved. Tickets will be issued in strict
rotation. Early application is therefore advisable to
save disappointment.

It will greatly help the Committee if ticket holders
who find themselves prevented from attending the
celebration will be kind enough to return their
unwanted tickets AT ONCE to the above address for
the benefit of other fellow countrymen.

Programmes will be on sale at a minimum charge
of 6d., and badges at 1/6d. each. It will be of great
assistance if when purchasing, correct amount is
tendered.
