15-year-old Hermann Biner ol Zermatt, took three
hours from the Horli hut to the peak. The climb was
timed by other guides.

The Buropean office of the United Nations in
Geneva announces the setting-up there of an Inter-
national Building Council under the auspices of the
United Nationg Economic Commission for ISurope.
The new body, which is non-governmental, will be
mainly concerned with experimental and practical
research and documentary work.

Pilot Ilans Nietlispach, a gliding instructor, has
reached an altitude of 28,208 ft. over the Jura
mountains. Ie was piloting a Meise I1I/8% glider.
Although he was equipped with an oxygen mask, the
extreme cold prevented him from going any higher.

The monastery of IHauterive, near the Swiss city
ol Tribourg, has celebrated the eighth centenary of
the death of the founder of the C 1%91‘@1(111 Order. The
building was founded in 1138 and was occupied by
members of the Order until 1848 when certain Swiss
cantons drew up the Sonderbund, a defensive pact
dealing with religious as well as other matters. After-
wards it was used for teaching students and not
handed back to the monks until 1939. Among its fine
architecture and sculpture are stalls in the style of the
Bourgogne school of the 15th century.

This year it is the turn of Geneva to organise the
International ilorse Show. This well-known event
will be held in November, and riders from many
countries will be taking part. In addition, Zurich is
holding a national training and jumping competition
on September 12th and 13th, open to both men and
women riders, which will take place on the left bank
of the river Limmat near Schlieren.

Radio
Basel is to award a thousand francs t(» the writer of
the best epic poem. To celebrate the hundredth
anniversary of the death of Jeremias Gotthelf, the
cantonal government of Berne is holding a competition
forr dramatised versions taken from the DBernese
writer’s work.  And finally, a Berlin publisher
announces a competition, open to German-speaking
Swiss, for the best novel appearing this year — with

prize of 5,000 German marks.
