J. U. Schefer, of 0-9 Northwood Hall, Hornsey
Lane, London, N.6., after a long and courageously
born illness.

Mr. Schefer was Dborn in Teufen, (Ct.
Appenzell, A.Rh.) on February Tth, 1878. He
