ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING.

Wednesday, March 4th, 1953 at
74, Charlotte Street, W.1.

The Dresident, Mr. A. Gandon, declared the
Meeting open at 6.45 p.m., 27 members being present.
[He asked the members to rise and observe silence in

memory of IJ. Hagenbuch, who died on IFebruary 16th.

Mr, Gandon announced that the Hon Treasurcr,
Mr. AL C. Kuenzli had been admitted to Hospital that
same afternoon, and was gravely ill.  (Ile has since

died). This sad news cast a shadow over the Meeting.

The Secretary then read out his report concerning
the last Meeting. A discussion on the Annual Balance
sheet of the Rociety took place, followed by the
election of o President and Vice-President. The Chair
during the elections was taken by M. Jules Joerin,
hie being the oldest member present.

Mr. A. Gandon was re-elected President, and M.
A. Martin, Vice-President. I3lection of the committee :
IFive of the six committee members were re-elected,
and the vacaney was filled by Mr. O. Boehringer.

The difficult task of finding a Treasurer to replace
Mr. A. C. Kuenzli was discussed, and various
proposals were made, finally Mr. H. Humbel was
elected with Mr. J. Zwicky as Assistant Treasurer.

Subscriptions, Pensions and  Benefits  remain
unchanged. The Meeting then discussed at some
length the best and most suitable way of celebrating
the 250th anniversary ol the founding of the Society.
It was agreed in principle that the Annual Dinner
should be a rather more sumptious affair than is the
custom, and that Ladies should be invited to be
present. :

One member requested that the Secretary should
inquire ol the Registrar of Friendly Societies of the
name and address of a rival Society, which he
believes to have been founded also in 1703, so that a
congratulory telegram could bhe sent.

A vote of thanks to the President Mr. A. Gandon
was ]n'opmu(l and accepted for his untiring services
to the Society.
