After L[4 year's success on the Continent. the
operatic version of “ Romeo and Juliet »’ by the Swiss
composer Heinvich Sutermeister had its first Lll“ll\]l
performance, at Sadler’'s Well’s. The opera was
skilfully presented by George Devine and \[dlmhn
Pride and conscientiously plaved and sung under
James Robertson.

The composer himself, on a first visit to London.
was in the audience, which was typical of this theatre
in its numbers, enthusiasm, and generous attention.
The work seemed to be Ill\(‘d by fhv audience, but a
number of the many notices which appeared in the
