After 11 year's success 011 the Continent, the
operatic version of " Romeo and Juliet " by the Swiss
composer Heinrich Sutermeister had its first English
performance, at Sadler's Well's. The opera was
skilfully presented by George Devine and Malcolm
Bride and conscientiously played and sung under
James Robertson.

The composer himself, on a first visit to London,
was in the audience, which was typical of this theatre
in its numbers, enthusiasm, and generous attention.
The work seemed to be liked by the audience, but a
number of the many notices which appeared in the
Press were rather " reserved " and "non committal
