\((()111]»‘11110(] by the principal of the College and
the President of the Soc iety, Mr. Schwander spent
some time in all of the ten classes compl‘ising close
on to 200 students. He also visited the canteen in-
stalled in the basement, where many of the students
take their luncheons, and he was shown over all
parts of the two buildings which make up *‘Swiss
House’, and where the S.M.S. Employment Depart-
ment and the Anglo Swiss Employment Bureau are
also accommodated.

At an evening meeting at Swiss House representa-
tives of the Council, the Education Committee and the
[House Committee surveyed with Mr. Schwander the
administration of the College by the Swiss Mercantile
Society.  The problems which will arise when the
lease of Swiss House expires in 1959 received special
atltention.

In the absence of the Swiss Minister, Mur.
Schwander was received at the Swiss Legation by
Monsieur E. Bernath, chargé d’affaires, and several
of his collaborators.

The visit was brought to a conclusion by a dinner
offered to Mr. and Mrs. Schwander at the Dorchester
by members of the Council, Trustees and the various
Committees of the Swiss Mercantile Society, some of
whom were accompanied by their ladies.
