MORE TRAVEL TOURIST CLASS.

Swissair traffic figures for the third quarter of
1953 show a considerable increase over the same period
last year, mainly as a result of the introduction of
tourist class flights at greatly reduced fares.

During the first nine months of 1953 Swissair
have flown a total of 297, 502 passengers — 5,161 more
than were carried during the whole of 1952.
