Dear Sir,

As a very new subscriber to the *Swiss Observer”
[ vegret that T was unable to read the article by ST.
which appeared in the issue of November 13th, 1953
entitled ¢ Votes for Swiss Women ’, but I am now
most interested to learn that he, too, had come to the
conclusion that Swiss women do not wish to vote. 1
feel that this is the right conclusion in spite of the
figures quoted by Dr. Marie Boehlen of Berne.

As a DBritish subject by birth, upbringing and
marriage though not of ancestry, T have no personal
interest in Votes for Swiss Women as such, but I am
deeply interested in the social, economic and political
position of women the world over. So it is in no
spirit of unkind eriticism that I venture to suggest
that the real reason for the political apathy shown Dby
Swiss women is their subservience to the men. This
opinion was strengthened, to a certain extent, by a
remark which appeared some months ago in the
“ Daily Mail > to the effect that Switzerland is
almost the only country left in Western Europe
where men hold complete control over women — I
can no longer remember the exact words. And this,
1 think, is the key to the problem. Swiss men do not
like women to exercise their minds in opposition to
them as they would have to do in the field of politics,
but still considers it to be women’s duty to

work to help them along the road of life, and Swiss

women, being still sufficiently behind the times to
regard marriage as the be-all and end-all of their
existence, fear that to demand and uphold political
franchise would be to jeopardise their chances of
marriage. ’
There are faint signs that the coming generation
of women is beginning to throw off the centuries-old
voke of male domination, and if the long, persevering
and tenacious mass-campaign envisaged by Dr.
Boehlen were aimed primarily at changing Swiss
women’s narrow outlook on life, the ultimate result

would undoubtedly be — Votes for Swiss Women.

SWISS BANK CORPORATION.

The Swiss Bank Corporation announce that
after writing off S.Frs. 2,927,525, the net profit for
1953 amounts to S.Frs. 20,531,685 against S Frs.
20,416,100 last year. The total assets amount to
S.Frs. 2,980,818,485 against S.Frs. 2,858,047,298.

At the General Meeting to be held in Basle on
the 26th February 1954 it will be proposed to make a
contribution of S.Frs. 1,000,000 to the Pension Fund,
to allocate S.Frs. 2,000,000 to reserve for new build-
ings and to place S.Frs. 4,000,000 to a Special
Reserve Fund. It is further proposed to pay a
dividend of 89 as last year and to carry forward
S.Frs. 2,553,446 against S Frs. 2,298,345 last year.

Befor closing the accounts for 1953 the Board
transferred S.Frs. 4,000,000 from tax-paid internal
reserves to Special Reserves.
