OVER HALF A MILLION SWISSAIR PASSENGERS
DURING JANUARY-SEPTEMBER, 1955.

In the first nine months of this year Swissair
carried 502,337 passengers on all sectors of its net-
work, thus for the first time exceeding the halt million
mark in a January-September period. In the same
period last year 434,485 passengers were carried. The
figure for the whole of 1954 was 544,838.

The overall load factor in the third quarter im-
proved to 70 per cent from 62.2 per cent in the same
period of 1954.

The volume of freight carried by Swissair con-
tinue to rise steeply during July-September. At
2,143.6 metric tons it was 54 per cent higher than in
the same period of 1954.
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
