It might be of interest to our readers to learn
that in 1917, India had about 8,000 newspapers pub-
lished in 17 different languages. There are 330 news-
papers published daily with a total circulation of
2,500,000. Out of these 320 are published in English
and major Indian languages and one is published in
Chinese. Indian literates read on an average between
two and three newspapers. They are published mostly
from the metropolitan cities and large capitals.
Nearly 90 newspapers are published from four cities
of Delhi, Bombay, Madras and Calcutta. Another 80

are published from the capitals of states. Over 110
are published from towns with a population of over
100,,000 and less than 50 from towns of a smaller
size.
