To ensure that this Bazaar is a real success a
special Committee has been created, the Chairman of
which is Mr. A. Gandon. Our aim is to make a profit
of at least £800. To achieve this it will be necessary
to arrange the stalls so as to make them as attractive
as possible to all circles of Swiss catholics, as well as
to their friends. Our hope, therefore, is that every-
body will help in one way or another, according to his
or her possibilities.
