A new constitutional article was approved by
496,422 " ayes " as against 143,809 " noes investing
the Government with the power to promulgate laws
and regulations in the domain of the peaceful utilisa-
tion of nuclear power, and for the protection of the
population from the effects of radiation.

The second Draft Bill related to the provisioning
of our country with cereals under State control. The
voters approved this regulation with 400,877 " ayes "
to 238,468 " noes

The Swiss Federal Railways -carried 18.2 million
passengers in the month of October 1957, or 300,000
fewer than in October 1956. Receipts/: 28.2 million
francs (October 1956 : 28.7 million francs).

Goods traffic is returned as 2.39 million tons, or
50,000 tons less than during the same period in 1956.
Receipts : 44.8 million francs.
