The death occurred on March 13th at his home al
Meilen (Ct. Zurich), at the age of 71, ol Mr. Eirnsi
Nobs, a former I'ederal Councillor and President of
the Swiss Confederation.

He was born on 14th July 1836 in Seedort (Ct.
Berne) and was a citizen ol Seedorf, Grindelwald and
Zurich. After having passed through the Teachers’
Seminary in Hofwil he obtained posts as teacher in
Wynau and Ostermundigen (1906 to 1912).

From 1912 onwards he occupied varvious posts as
editor of Socialist papers, first at Lucerne and after-
wards at St. Gall.  In 1915 he became editor-in-chief
of the Socialist ovrgan * Volksrecht ', Zurich, and
four years later (1919) he was elected a Member of
Parliament (National Council). I'rom 1935 to 1942
Mr. Nobs wasx a member of the Government of the
canton of Zurich and afterwards was elected Mayor
of the town ot Zurich, which post he held for about
two years.

In December 1943 he was elected a member of the
I'ederal Government in succession to TFederal
Councillor Wetter. He was the first Socialist to be
a member of the Swiss Government. His election in
1949 to the presidency ol the Confederation, which he
held for omne year, was the fitting culmination to a
career devoted to the public good.

He retired from the Government in 1951 at the
age of 65. He wrote several political works, including
biographies ol Wilhelm Liebknecht, the German Social
Democratic leader, and of Hermann Greulich, the
former Socialist leader 1n  Switzerland.  On - the
occasion of his 70th birthday he pubiished a book of
short stories under the title ¢ Breitlaninen *’.

The deceased commanded the respect of many
outside his own party.

Othmar Schoeck wurde geboren in Brunnen am
Vierwaldstaettersee am 1. Reptember 1886 als Sohn des
Knnstmalers Allred Schoeck.
