After a short discussion in which a number of
members took part, the Chairman closed the meeting
by thanking Sir Arnold for his interesting and witty
expose.

It was a most enjoyable evening, due in no small
way to the Chairman, Mr. X. Speckert, who so
efficiently conducted the meeting. .87".
