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from a bygone era, works the material with his own
hands to create objects Dbearing the stamp of his
personality and skill. Every year the Lausanne Fair
reserves a certain number of stands for national craft-
work, where the exhibitors work before the eyes of the
crowds of visitors who are always clustering round to
watch.  The embroiderers, lace-makers, ceramists
basket weavers, woodcarvers and leather workers in
this sector remind visitors of the day, not so long ago,
when there was still time for the creation of priceless
objects requiring long hours of devoted and pains-
taking attention to detail.

The Salon of Luxury Industries, filled with fine
creations in which manual work is indispensable, is
closely related to this field. Introduced for the first
time two years ago, this salon met with the
unanimous approval of visitors to the fair; in an
appropriately luxurious setting, it displays the main
Swiss products in the fields of watches, goldsmith’s
work, jewellery, leatherwork and luxury binding.
Each year a central theme gives it a new character.
Two years ago the centrepiece was formed of exact
replicas of the British Crown Jewels; last year, the
Horological and Precision Engineering School of the
Valley of Joux displayed its tools and a number ot
old watches of great value. The third Salon of
Luxury Industries will be grouped around the Roman
relics brought to light in this country, including the
mosaics of Boscéaz, some of the finest ever discovered
in Switzerland.

The other traditional sectors of the Lausanne
[fair include the halls reserved for the restaurants,
wine cellars, etc., and the sampling of food and liquid
refreshments; in these halls, which are full of colour
and. . . delicious smells, the visitor can try the main
gastronomic specialities of the different cantons and
the most famous wines of the country.

A living, dynamic fair cannot afford to remain
aloof from the main trends of the day. It must keep
abreast of the times. This was the reason that led the
management last year to organise, for the first time in
Switzerland, a Salon of Plastics, whose original
presentation was much admired Dby visitors. The
same exhibition will be held again this year, in a new
form, placing the emphasis on the technical uses of
plastics, which play such an important part to-day in
precision engineering, the antomobile industry, optics,
surgery and medicine, to quote but a few of their fields
of use.

After being occupied these last two years by the
very popular exhibitions of Canada and Portugal, the
pavilion set aside for the exhibition of the official
guest of homnour will this year be housing a most
interesting display put on by China and placed under
the patronage of the Ambassador of the People’s
Republic of China at Berne.

Among the new features, we must include the
special pavilion devoted to model making. This
pavilion will contain an interesting collection of
models made with quite amazing patience and
ingenuity by people devoting their leisure time to the
making of scale models of objects of all Kkinds,
working models of machines, miniature replicas of
famous Dbuildings, boats and many other objects
besides.

Lastly, true to its tradition of promoting the arts
and considering that an artist could not wish for a
better * salon’ than the meeting place of 800,000
people, the Lausanne National Fair will this year
have the privilege of displaying, in a special exhibi-
tion, the works of the famous engraver Robert
Hainard.

Thus, both in its traditional and its new sectors,
the Lausanne Fair has done everything possible not
only to make its 39th year worthy of the confidence
placed in it by its exhibitors and visitors, but also to
maintain its reputation as the most important autumn
economic event in Switzerland.
