It is with regret that we announce the approaching
departure of Dr. Erik Wiget. since 1953 direcior and editor
at the London office of Ringier Swiss lilustrated. who on
1st April is going to take up a new assignment for Ringier’s
in Zurich.

Dr. Wiget. a citizen of Kirchberg (Ct. St. Gall). was
born in 1919 at Uppsala (Sweden) of a Swiss father and a
Swedish mother. His father was a lecturer of Germanic
literature in Uppsala, and later Professor at the Univers-
ities of Tartu (Estonia) and Zurich. Dr. Wiget received
his education at the German Gymnasium in Tartu (1926
to 1932), and on his return to Switzerland, at the Secondary
School, and the Minerva Institute, Zurich. From 1939 to
1945 Dr. Wiget studied languages, German Literature.
Philosophy, Biology, Psychology and Art at the University
of Zurich. In 1949 he obtained his Doctorate with the
thesis: “ Virginia Woolf und die Konzeption der Zeit in
thren Werken . Since 1938 he has held the post of art
critic and feuilletoniste for various Swiss papers, amongst
them “ Neue Ziircher Zeitung 7. “ Tagesanzeiger fiir Stadi
und Kanton Ziirich ”, ¢ Die Tat”, “ Volksrecht ”, etc., also
acting as a private teacher for German. English, French.

Italian and Swedish. From 1947 to 1949 he was publicity
and press chief for * Interéts de Zurich”, teacher of
English at the secondary school, and “ Kaufménnischer
Verein ” Zurich. From 1950 to 1951 he worked as a
free-lance journalist, travelled extensively in Africa, and
was attached to the Press Attaché at the American Embassy
in Berne.

In 1952 Dr. Wiget entered the firm of Ringier Cig,
Zofingen, as editor of the papers ** Pour Tous ”, “ Sie und
Er 7, and the * Schweizer Illustrierte Zeitung ™ Zurich,
The following year he was transferred to London, where
he organised the firm’s London office, acting as director
and editor of the various Ringier publications. Dr. Wiget
is a Rotarian of the City of London, and member of the
Royal Anthropological Institute of Great Britain and
