It might be mentioned that during the last war,
when the buildings at Fitzroy Square were hit by
a bomb, he showed great courage by fighting the
outbreak of fire. The deceased was the father of
two girls and three boys, one of the boys having
died.

On several occasions, Adolf Bossert travelled,
either by ordinary bicycle or motor-bicycle, to his
birthplace, with the intention of settling down for
the rest of his life in his native land, but invariably
he came back to England saying “ It was too slow
for me over there”.
