SULZER NEWS

2nd Sulzer Engine for the Glen Line on the Testbed
Testbed trials were completed at Sulzer Bros, works,

Winterthur, last month of the second of the Sulzer 9RD90
engines built for the Glen Line, and destined for the
Glenlyon class cargo ships, being built in shipyards in
Scotland and the Netherlands.

Like the first engine the maximum continuous output
attained, as required by the Glen Line, was 18,000 b.h.p.
at 113 r.p.m. corresponding to a M.E.P. of 8.07 kg/cm/
The engine was running on the testbed from the 7th to
the 16th of February, the official tests being made on the
16th.

The first engine is already being installed by a Dutch
shipyard whilst the second is at present on its way to
Clydeside for installation.

It may be of interest at this juncture to record the
official figures for Sulzer engines last year. In 1961 one
hundred and five ships were launched having Sulzer
engines. These amounted to well over 1 million tons d.w.
and a total engine power of some 685,925 b.h.p. In
addition orders were received for marine engines totalling
1,126,400 b.h.p. and for 126 locomotive diesel engines
totalling 152,750 b.h.p.

500 Sulzer engines for British Railways

Delivery was made recently of the 500th Sulzer diesel
engine built at the Barrow works of Vickers-Armstrongs
(Engineers) Ltd., under contract from Sulzer Bros.
(London) Ltd., and ordered under the British Railways
modernisation scheme.

Production of Sulzer engines at Barrow began in 1956
when thirty 6-cylinder eigines of 280 min bore and 360
mm stroke were ordered for British Railways. Since then
many similar models and 8- and 12-cylinder versions
of the same engines have been ordered reaching a grand
total of some 670 engines.

In February 1958 the first 6 LDA engine was com-
pleted and delivery, has been stepped up during the past
years as follows : —

1961, 6 LDA — 48, 8 LDA — 47, and 12 LDA — 101
delivered.
