UNIONE TICINESE

Sunday, 6th May, saw many banners and flags in the

vicinity of Park Lane, but not all were followed by
marchers. One flag, which was installed in the Dorchester
Hotel, simply proclaimed the foundation of the Unione
Ticinese in 1874 and the fact that yet another Tea Dance
was in progress. This flag, presented on the occasion of
the fiftieth anniversary of the Unione Ticinese, has looked
down upon most of the Tea Dances which have been held
every year since they were started during the war.

Flanked by the Swiss and British flags, the banner
made a very picturesque setting above the Top Table,
which was graced by the presence of Mr. Roche and Mr.
and Mrs. Ribi. In short speech of welcome, the President,
Mr. Peter Jacomelli, thanked all those present for attend-
ing, and commended to all two forthcoming functions that
are being organised on behalf of Swiss charities.

The cabaret presented Jimmy Mitchell, who rendered
several well-known ballads in a very pleasant manner, and
Harry Benet, a ventriloquist, who captivated the audience
with his bottle, and the thunderous applause given to both
artists was an indication of the merit of their performances.
It was at this point that an old friend usually appeared in
the Cabaret, but, alas, on this occasion the Corale could
not appear! No one seemed to remember when such an
absence had last occurred, and many expressed regret and
the hope that the difficulties besetting the Corale are only
of a temporary nature and will soon be solved.

Following the cabaret came the serious part of the
evening, as young and not so young tried to keep pace
with Harry Vardon's Orchestra and its selection of dances
both old and new. Over the years, Harry has become an
old campaigner at these Dances, and their success has been
due, in no small measure, to his great capacity for pleasing
all dancers. He has introduced many new dances, and this
year it was the turn of the " Twist ". And doubts one may
have had as to the popularity of this new "exercise" were
rapidly dispelled by the avalanche of customers that rushed
to the dance floor before even the introductory notes were
over. Except for a brief interval, during which the raffle
prizes were distributed and thanks given to the donors —
among them Miss C. Polti and the Misses Rosi — dancing
continued until 11 p.m., when everyone left the stately
ballroom of the Dorchester for the cool and refreshing air
of Park Lane, and so home for a well-earned rest.
