The bathers will have an extensive view of the gar-
dens and the existing pavilions. The pool will be open all
year round with high glass walls to serve as protection against
wind and weather and comfortable covered loggias for
relaxation and rest. The modern establishment is to be
inaugurated in the spring of 1964. [s.N.T.0.]

mergers designed to meet the increasingly keen competition.
Counting the personnel of the affiliated or associated com-
panies, the Paillard group today employs a total of some
5,700 persons in Switzerland and abroad.
