January), then moves on to St. Moritz (25th-26th
January), Arosa (28th January) and Le Locle (31st
St. Moritz (30th-31st January); the Second Tobogganning
World Championship, Davos (6th-7th February); the First
Alpine Ski Championship of the Alpine Countries, Davos
(llth-14th February); the International Military Ski-ing
World Championship, Andermatt (28th February-8th
March), with participants from ten to twelve nations; the
" Coppa Grischa " Alpine Ski Championship, Lenzerheide
and St. Moritz (7th-14th March).
