It is with deep regret that we announce the unexpected
death of Mr. Camille Genoud, B.Sc., of Haughmond,
Spring Gardens, Whitland, Carms, South Wales. He was
a native of Chatel-St.-Denis and a graduate of Geneva Uni-
versity. He came to Whitland in 1914 as manager of the
milk factory, now known as Unigate Creameries. He
married Miss Rebecca Roblin from Whitland.

Later he entered the teaching profession and was
French master in various public and grammar schools in
England.
