SWISS BANK CORPORATION
RETIREMENTS

On 28th of February this year, two prominent mem-
bers of the Swiss Bank Corporation in London retired:
Mr. Hermann Knoll and Mr. Oscar Grob, both very well
known not only for their services to the bank over a long
period of years, but also to the Swiss Community in
London.

Mr. H. Knoll, a native of St. Gall, first came to
England in 1924 and was associated with the bank for over
forty years, over twenty-five of which were spent in an
executive capacity. Formerly an officer in the Swiss Army,
in his younger days he was known for his gymnastic ability,
a sport in which he retains his interest. Mr. Knoll had
acquired a thorough knowledge of the City of London where
he is, of course, widely known and is an authority on finan-
cial affairs in Switzerland. His activities in the Swiss Colony
include a strong interest in the Swiss Mercantile Society
(of which he is a Trustee and Hon. Member). He is an
ex-President of the City Swiss Club and was a member
of the Swiss Economic Council.

Mr. Q. Grob, who served his apprenticeship with the
Spar-und-Leihkasse, Eschenz, was for a short time em-
ployed by the Swiss Credit Bank before joining the Swiss
Bank Corporation in Schafthausen and came to the London
Office in 1924. He was appointed Fondé de Pouvoirs
ten years later and had special responsibilities in the office
for control and organisation. His abilities in this direction
led to his being called upon to organise the New York
Agency in August, 1939. He was appointed Sub-Manager
in London in 1945, since when he has been mainly con-
cerned with securities business. In his youth he was a
keen sportsman. Mr. Grob has been closely associated
with the Swiss Mercantile Society which he has served in
many capacities including that of President. He is also
Chairman of the Committee of Swiss Catholics in London.
